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SENIOR PLAYERS
CODE OF CONDUCT

1. At all times abide by the rules of the
League in which you compete and the
club for which you play. Rules of the
game are mutual agreements which no
player should evade or break.

2. Do not assault or attempt to assault an
umpire, another player, officials or
spectators.

3. Ensure that both on and off field
behaviour is consistent with the
principles of good sportsmanship.
Swearing is not acceptable.

4. Do not abuse, dispute or react in an
obviously provocative or disappointing
manner towards an umpire.

5. Conduct yourself at a high level of
personal behaviour on and off the field
in such a manner so as not to bring your
club or the game of Australian Football
into disrepute.

6. Develop a respect for the League in
which you compete, your club, team
mates and opponents.

7. Be willing to be involved in local
football development and promotional
activities.

8. Avoid use of derogatory language based
on gender or race.
